Twenty paddlers, a drummer and a steersperson move in unison, combining 
strength with teamwork, in a boat whose elaborate design originates in 
ancient China.
Funds raised through the race and festival will be directed to two projects 
supporting youth at risk in Calgary’s partnership region, Etzba Hagalil.
Teams are being formed across Canada – and it’s time for Calgary to get in 
on the act. We can form our own team, or pair up with another Canadian 
group. Grab your friends, or your spouse, or your kids! This is an ideal 

adventure trip, perfect for those who have been to 
Israel many times before and for first-timers.
